work. It provides an opportunity for study and travel outside the United States and

is considered to be the School’s most prestigious award. Awarded to Annika Monisha

Gertraud A. Wood Traveling Fellowship (1983). Awarded each year to an outstanding
second-year student in the first professional degree program on financial aid for travel
outside of the United States. Awarded to Byron Cai.

George Nelson Scholarship (1988). Awarded each year through a competitive application
process to a second-year student in the first professional degree program for support for
an independent course of study. Recipients shall demonstrate skill as a designer, interest
in critical thought, and the ability to express ideas in written and verbal form. Awarded
to Calder Birdsey and Karina Encarnacion.
