Students

Students who are enrolled in the Master of Arts in Interreligious Studies (MAIRS) 
program at Hartford International University for Religion and Peace (HIU) are eligible 
to apply for the M.Div. program at Yale as part of a cooperative agreement between the 
schools.

Students admitted through this program may transfer up to half of their M.Div. 
requirements (thirty-six hours) from HIU.

Applicants must have a recommendation from the MAIRS director or from the 
academic dean and be admitted to YDS through the YDS Admissions Committee. Once 
admitted and enrolled, students must coordinate their Yale course schedules under the 
guidance of the associate dean of academic aairs.
